Over the past school year, Mrs. Family has maintained a portfolio including both a daily log and an album that documents Student X has been receiving instruction in all the required subjects for the time required by Act 169 of 1988.

Educational Progress


After reviewing the portfolio and interviewing Mrs. Family and Student X, I can see that progress has occurred.  He kept his own log this year.  Student X has had a variety of social contacts throughout the school year.  He attended church on a regular basis where he was active with the youth.  He also enjoyed various activities with friends. 



Many books were included on his reading list.  Some of the classics read included Captain Courageous and Journey to the Center of the Earth.  He used a writing program to work on his formal writing skills.  He completed many essays and compositions during the school year.  One comparison paper was on the young earth versus the old earth.  He wrote articles for a web site.  He wrote book summaries for some of the books read.

An incremental development style course was used to Algebra 1.  Some of the topics covered in the course included arithmetic and evaluation of expressions involving signed numbers, exponents and roots, equations and inequalities involving absolute value, the algebra of polynomials and rational expressions, word problems requiring algebra, graphical solutions of simultaneous equations, Pythagorean theorem, algebraic proofs, computation of surface area and volume of various solids, and statistics and probability.  He did well with this material.

Biology was studied using a textbook.  Some of the topics covered included the scientific method, the kingdom classification, microscopy, biochemistry, cellular biology, molecular and Mendelian genetics, evolution, and ecosystems.  He completed some of the experiments that were part of the course.  


World history was studied using a textbook.  He studied the history from the beginning of civilization through 1620.  He read the text and completed the assigned work in the course.  A separate course was used to study geography.  During this course he worked with map skills and learned information about the countries.  
Many detailed pencil drawing were completed for art.  He enjoyed using the computer to completed additional art work.  


A text was used to study the Bible.  During the course, he read the assigned text and then completed many essays.  Additional topics in the Bible were studied while attending church.  

He kept physically active.  He exercised on a regular basis.  He enjoyed running, jumping robe and playing on a trampoline.
